There is Great Need

· Jesus looks at the crowd and sees that they are helpless and harassed. They are helpless because they are unable to save themselves. They are harassed because they are being destroyed by sin from the inside out. They have no chance of salvation outside of the gospel. 

· Jesus says the harvest is plentiful. The harvest is men and women that are all around the world that are prepared and ready to be saved. The harvest is plentiful because lostness in the world is so vast. There are nearly 6000 unreached people groups in the world making up 2 billion people. These are people that will be born, live, and die without ever hearing the name of Jesus.

· Laborers are few! In light of this vast lostness there are few laborers ready to go into the harvest field. Men and women will stay lost until laborers go in order to share the gospel. If they never hear the gospel how could they ever believe it and be saved! (Rom 10:14)

This is a Great Opportunity
· As a college student/and graduate you have a great opportunity to be sent out as a laborer! What if the purpose of the past 4-5 years in college was not just to help you get a good career, but to more importantly help you love Jesus more and train you as disciple-maker for the rest of life? 

We have a Great God who is Worthy
· We see that the verse says because there is a great need and not enough laborers that we should…PRAY! God is the one that sends us out. We are to earnestly pray that God will send people into his harvest field. 

· Jesus calls himself Lord of the harvest. “It is good news for laborers because Jesus went ahead of us. He went into the harvest field, not as a laborer but as a sufferer. “He came to his own and his own people did not receive him.” (John 1:11) “In this is love, not that we loved God but that he loved us and sent his Son to be the propitiation for our sins.” (1 John 4:10) Jesus entered into the field where we were lost and took on the harassment of our sins. He now uses his blood now to help us and to be our shepherd. Because Jesus entered our harvest field to give us his life, we can go into his harvest field and lose our life knowing we really have nothing to lose. The field he went to was a field of condemnation. Now the field you go to is a field of salvation.” 
· We have a great God who have his life for those that are helpless and harassed. Let’s follow the example of our Lord and give our lives as a response to all he has given to us!
